	Explain:

Students who need more time to answer will receive more wait time. Students will be able to repeat after the teacher for the oath and orally hear the class pledge before signing their name. Visual learners will have the scroll and the class pledge displayed on the wall as a reference. Those will lower literacy skills will have the pledge read to before they sign it and repeat it as a class to remind them of the key ideas in the pledge.
